We limit the technical aspects of the 10-minute plays to further reduce the complexity of the
pieces. These plays are intended to be a fun and relaxed way to experience and learn about
theatre. Following the showcase, there will be a talk back session led by a TNM moderator
during which we can share ideas and impressions of the pieces and the companies can share
their experiences in producing the pieces.

Because TNM is the host organization for the conference, all participants and theatre groups
must be members of Theatre New Mexico.

Scripts must be limited to ten (10) pages or less in standard script format and be able to
be legitimately performed in 10 minutes.
Plays may have any subject matter and be comedy or drama. Please no overuse of
strong language.
Plays may have already been produced elsewhere. Although not required, TNM
encourages companies to use new original plays from playwrights in their local area.
TNM is hoping to showcase the abundance of talent to be found within New Mexico’s
own theatre community.
Companies must provide proof of permission to perform the play from the playwright,
publisher or owner prior to performance.
Your piece will be limited to the use of selected pieces provided by the hosting group:
a. 4 standard chairs
b. 5 wooden boxes (3 larger brown, 1 smaller red, 1 smaller pink)
c. Small round table

Hand props and costuming are allowed and provided by the performing group, but
nothing else. The set should be such that rapid set changes between plays, preferably
limited to 2 minutes or less can occur. No curtain will be in use.
Each theatre group shall provide its own director, actors, props, etc.
TNM will not pay royalties or fees for any of the performances.



There will be minimal stage lighting. Companies will need to provide their own light and sound
operators. CPOH will provide direction. Each play will be assigned a 30 minute rehearsal period
in the space during the day on Saturday to become familiar with the space prior to the
performance.

Notification of Intent to Participate deadline: Friday, February 23, 2018. This notification
will help us schedule your rehearsal and performance times.
